RULES

1.
Entries are limited to Affiliated Society members and their families.

2.
Entries will not be accepted after the closing date stated.

3.
Performers must be ready to commence at the direction of the compere or other official 


of the event.  Anyone not available when required may be excluded.

4.
All performances will be limited to those entered.

5.
More than one item may be offered under each heading but only one item will normally


be asked to be performed unless there are insufficient entries to make up the programme.

6.
INSTRUMENTAL and SINGING.   Where two or more members from one Society are 


entering for any of these events , combined performances as Duets , Groups , etc., should be 
encouraged in order to provide a more varied programme. Entries for combined performances 


should indicate on the entry form the other members they will be performing with. 


If  Societies will provide a list  of  the names of the members of each group of  two or more 


members performing together, with the individual entry forms , this will be of considerable help to 


the organisers of  the Ceilidh. Members entering in this way may also enter a solo item and may 


be asked to perform this item if time should permit.

7.
SCOTTISH COUNTRY DANCING.  All teams in each event will dance together.  


If the number of teams entered exceeds the floor space available, alternative arrangements will 


apply as may be necessary.
